BRAIN:  PARTS AND JOBS

Cut and paste.

Instructions:

1. On brain picture, outline or draw in each brain part you need to know.  Do not label yet.   (Parts required are outlined in caps and 1st two rows of words below)
2. Next, colour each part a different colour.

3. On word sheets, colour brain part WORDS the same colour as their corresponding parts on the picture.

4. Cut out all the words.  (Some words occur more than once … because those jobs are controlled by more than one place in your brain.)
5. Put all parts you coloured in separate spots and then put the jobs/functions they have with them.

6. Colour all jobs of a particular part the same colour as the part they are in.

7. Glue all parts in their proper place on the brain picture.

8. Glue all jobs with their corresponding parts.

** All words should be the same colour as the part of the picture of the brain they are on.

9. Put your name on it somewhere where marker can find it.

10. Cut the brain apart in a creative way to make a jigsaw puzzle and use it to practice with.
